1. Does the university has any support or job offer for fresh graduated students?
There are job affairs or career days in NTHU, however, most of them are in
Chinese. Are there any specific job vacancies that international students can
apply for? And what the president will plan to help students to easily get a job

if they want to stay and work in Taiwan?

A (President) I suggest you to talk to the Chairman of your department. And also
contact those alumni association to reach some alumni graduated from your
department in material science field. You are in an industry that has lots of

successful entrepreneurs graduated from NTHU. Try to seize those chances.

(Vice President for Student Affairs) If you really want to work in Taiwan,
Chinese ability is very important, since you have to communicate with your
colleagues. Of course if you work in the science park, you may have more
chances to propose your ideas in English. But in terms of job offers in Taiwan,
companies tend to recruit candidates with basic Chinese communication
ability. In NTHU, we provide workshops to help international students write
resume and prepare for job interviews. If you are looking for technology
related jobs, aside from our regular job fair in campus in spring and fall, every

spring there is a science job affair in Taipei. For more information, please

: Yes, we do have several partnerships with foreign universities. Lots of

graduated students will finish their thesis in two years and postpone their oral
exam to spend their third year studying aboard. Moreover, the third year
studying aboard tend to help you on career finding and bring you lots of
opportunities. Your advisor may have more information about the universities
we have contract with. Talk to your advisor if you need any help on finance or
