It takes more than four years to complete university, yet for the current
scholarship regulation, international students could at most apply for four
years. Without the funds, it would be difficult for international students to
conduct their studies, and even maintain their lives here in Taiwan. Thus, we
are wondering if there are ways to change the current scholarship rewarding
system to full scholarship instead of at most four-year limitation ?

It is a tough issue because if we change the current system into full
scholarship, there would be a huge increase on spending. According to the
survey our staffs conducted, about 30% of the international PhD students
finish their studies below four years. If we alternate the current system, the
total cost would be giant that influences the rights of other students.
Therefore, the current system is the compromised solution for the best
utilization of the funds.

Bhalothia from Department of Electronics Engineering

| have to two questions to ask. The first one is about department transfer. For
PhD study, it is often seen that international students are not satisfied with
their instructors, in terms of the diverse on study directions, or even
characteristics the instructors present. Observing this phenomenon, | would
like to ask whether it is possible to offer a pathway for department transfer.

For this concern, there are actually complicated factors. To be honest, | might
not be able to provide a standard solution for your problem because it
depends hugely on personal characters. Thus, the most efficient way that |
could suggest you could “do more survey”. Try to do research on these
professors beforehand to avoid this from happening.

As for the second question, | propose that instead of the four-year system, it
would be fairer to be based on GPA. In my perspective, | think that it would
be more appropriate if the students who perform better receive the
scholarship. On the other hand, we also have greater progress on our research
topic, we need the funds to support our study.

I will talk to the administrators to understand more about the issue and how
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the system works. | would imagine it also depends on different department
and different courses, hence it is hard to judge whether the GPA is the only
fair system.

. Maurya from Department of Life Science

As for the scholarship issue, | wonder if the university cannot afford
full-scholarship, does the laboratory should at least have a minimum funds
for the international students to support their research. No matter where the
funds come from, we do need funds to remain our stay and keep our studies

going.

President : How much do you think to be enough?

Mr. Maurya : 20 thousand NTD should be the minimum sponsorship. Foreign
students leave their home countries to study and they have to be independent
from their parents, thus, they would also need funds to support their living in
Taiwan.

Domestic students generally have a decreasing interest in studying PhD. On
the contrary, foreign students coming for PhD degrees in NTHU has
increased over the years. | wonder if it is possible to transfer parts of the
expenditure to international students. There should be a balance for the
scholarship between the students who are proceeding to their fifth-year study
and the others.

: Yes, your concern is about accurate collocation that who deserves best to

receive the money. We have considered to investigate in the issue more, and
try to find out a better solution.
